A Brief History of GTYC Burgee & Logo Designs

The primary symbol which represents almost every yacht club or boating
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unique representation of the whole of Grand Traverse Bay oriented with the
southern base of the bays along the hoist, West Bay running at the top of the fly of
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the bay past Old Mission Point. In the first years of the club, a small number of club
owned burgees could be signed out by members for use. Various models of the
burgee blue, red, and white used interchangeably among the elements of the burgee
over successive production runs. The pennants were manufactured locally, and
undoubtably the complex nature of the construction of the detailed representation
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version of the Twin Bays was also used by the migl0s which refined the outline of

the bays to two blue triangles.

In the fall of 1971, member Lee Stephenson asked to present to the Board new
designs for the burgee and a logo patch. By January 1972, member Marcia Schroede
AAOAT T PAA OEA 1T Ax AAOEGQing-UAME & AN ERCTT |
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became the GTYC roundel commonly used since in club signage, merchandise, and
communications. This design, which would evolve to the present burgee, was
approved by the board in March 19720riginally, the new burgee design was

without contrasting trim, but on occasion white edges were used. Later versions
added gold trim to the bind the edges on the upper and lower fly.

It was not until 2013 that the club burgee, in its current form, became defined by
club policy.



GTYC Parking Policy (2018)

GTYC Parking Policy
enacted by the Board of Directors, 4/19/18

1. Two GTYC parking passes will be issued to each member for the term of
April 1 to May 31. Parking passes will distinguish between Active and
Associate member levels.

2. The pass, in form of a small interior sticker, is to be displayed in use on the
interior of the windshield of a vehicle.

A. Active Members will be issued two white stickers
B. Associate Members will be issued two blue stickers

3. Parking in the GTYC property parking lot may be limited to vehicles

displaying club issued parking stickers on designated occasions.

4. Vehicles without member parking stickers may be liable to immobilization
(via boot) and/or towing.

a. If an unmarked vehicle is immobilized, by GTYC officer or staff member, a
note (example attached) will be left on the windshield of the vehicle with
instructions as to how gain release of the immobilizing device.

b. A fee up to $50 may be charged as a fine for unauthorized parking on club
property with revenues generated contributed to the Junior Sailing Fund.

c. After a period of four hours from the time of immobilization, GTYC officers or
staff members may arrange towing of a vehicle from the property.

5. Associate Members with Senior Discount may request an upgrade to white
sticker level of access

6. Handicap Parking access supersedes all club parking designations.
7. Parking rules are suspended for the duration of rental events at the club.
8. One parking space is reserved for the use of the Commodore.

9. Parking without restriction is available for up to 24 hours at the GT¥C
owned Bluewater Hall facility.



GTYC Parking Policy (2018)

10. On Wednesdays during the GTYC sailing season, crew members of dry
storage boats are encouraged to only have one vehicle per crew park in the
GTYC property parking lot.

11. Vehicles must not be parked at the club for more than 24 hours. Members
that would like to leave vehicles on club property for longer than 24 hours are
encouraged to park at Bluewater Hall. Longerm parking (longer than 36
hours) are encouraged to notify GTYC/BWH management.

12. The launch ramp shall remain free of parked vehicles.

13. Both the North and South driveways shall remain open to club member
traffic.

14. Only trailers of dry storage renters may be parked in the GTYC property
parking lot. Trailers of full members who launch boats from the GTYC ramp
may be stored at the Bluewater Hall lot while the boat is in use for no more

than 24 hours or a period arranged with the GTYC General Manager.

15. Parking on the property of the Viridian Building is forbidden without
express permission of the Viridian Building management.

16. Parking on the State of Michigan rightf-way along S. West Bay Shore Drive
(M-22) is illegal and expressly discouraged.
